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In 2004, Cultural Affairs Bureau of Taoyuan County Government announced the
list of historic sites in Taoyuan County of which 15 sites were located on Dasi
Old Streets — 10 store-houses on Heping Road, Yuemei Route, and 4 store-
houses on Jhongyang Road.

The splendidly decorated Fagades of the arcades of the store-houses on
Dasi Old Streets were built in compliance with the Colonial Government’s
orders in 1900 and 1912. The actual construction work was completed one after
another in the years of 1919-1920.
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
