“Li-Jhang-Taitai” referred to by the neighbors and her entire family live in
this store. Though Li Jhang (the Head of the District) has passed away
many years ago, neighbors continue to use the title, Li-JThang-Taitai to call
Ciou Li Bao-siou because she has always been cordial and warm to others
since Li Jhang was still alive until now. She used to help Li Jhang do
construction work and serve the residents of the District and assisted her
nephew to sell western medicine in the store and run a stationery store.

Presently she sells salty rice pudding together with her son and daughter-in-law.

This store’s scope is “three luo two guoshuei”. What worth mentioning
is that the space behind the first luo is not suitable to be used as a room as
it faces the gods placed in the main hall of the second luo. In this regard,
it can only be used as a hall and what’s more, it faces the opposite direction
to the main hall, thereby called “the reverse hall” which is very unique.
Additionally, Jin-yuan used to have doors connecting to the store and the
main hall of next store (81 Heping Road) and their shenjin was also con-
nected with each other. The afore-said doors were disconnected and walls
were built to block shenjin because the next-door house was sold on ac-
count of division of big family.

Eating bowls of rice cake, looking at the facades and talking casually!
So long as you ask the locals on the old streets where is Li-Jhang-Taitai’s
salty rice pudding? Even before you finish your question, either adults or
children will raise their fingers to point to the direction and say “It’s that
way. Go and find Jin-yuan!” A bow! of hand-made salty rice pudding poured
with rich and fragrant soy-bean paste is the unforgettable memory of the
residents of the old streets as it has satisfied them ever since they were children.

If you are strolling leisurely here and happen to see Li-Thang-Taitai sitting
and relaxing under the arcade, you might as well put aside the architecture, the
space, the western flowers and plants, patterns of decoration, walk up to her and

- talk casually. If you are interested in the course of
= changes to the old streets, you may consult her as
well. Li-Jhang-Taitai always says all she knows and
says it without reserve. She would talk cordially and

friendly about anything she remembers regarding the

old streets which I am sure will let you have a much
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splendid harvest of the trip.
